What you need to access digital items 
Step 1 - Go to library website at wsplonline.org and click on Digital Download Center. Download 
and install free software:  As a first step, you need to download and install the appropriate free software 
that allows you to enjoy the type(s) of materials you are interested in.   
 

Step 2 - Activate the software:  After you have installed the software that you downloaded, you need to 
take steps to activate the software before downloading digital materials.  Detailed instructions are avail-
able by clicking on “need help” on the digital download website.  
 

Step 3 - Check out, download, and enjoy:  Browse or search this site for downloadable materials. 
When you locate a title of interest, add it to the Download List and check out the title. If title is not avail-
able you may put a hold on it.  Once you have checked out a title, a download page is displayed. Click the 
'Download' link to start the download. Once the download is complete, open and enjoy the title. At the 
end of the loan period, titles will expire and be automatically 'returned' to the library. At this time, you 
can delete the expired file(s) from your computer.  
 

Each branch will be offering you the ability to download a title onto a digital device at the Library using 
our new Overdrive Download Station.  Our Library Staff is always available to help you get started.
